LETTER: “CANCER DOES NOT KEEP ITS DISTANCE”

The new coronavirus has
changed everyone’s lives

and has affected the whole
society. During this time, the
pandemic radically changed
the activity of the hospitals
not treating COVID-19 and for
the oncological patients, the
burden of an incurable illness
has been even more difficult:
the diagnosis came later and
the care that they needed was
postponed or even cancelled.
The incurable ill patients have
become “the others”, the
patients that are less talked
about, the patients that receive
less donations or receive less
help.

On our side, as an NGO, we
have confronted ourselves with
two situations: the number of
those who asked for our help
Was growing, because the
oncological and chronical ill
patients were released from
the hospitals to make space
for those infected by COVID,
but also as a precautionary
measure. However, cancer
does not care about context,
does not keep its distance, not
even during a pandemic. For
the chronical and oncological

patients there isn’t “later”. They
need urgent care and support.
Also, because the economy was
affected, the effects were felt
by the nonprofit organizations,
as is HOSPICE Casa Sperantei.
Many sponsors have reduced
their activity (and their funding
as well), or they have donated
to hospitals with COVID-19
patients. We have cancelled
our 2020 events and in some
months, the sponsorship level
has decreased with 90%.

But we have not abandoned
our mission - we adapted, we
took difficult measures, we took
hard decisions but we decided
to keep going forward, not to
shut down our activity. The
two HOSPICE hospitals (from
Brasov and Bucharest) have
stayed open and the HOSPICE
teams have continued their
home care visits in the four
cities that we are covering
(Brasov, Bucharest, Fagaras
and Zarnesti). We have tried to
pull ourselves together and to
adapt because the oncological
patients did not have any other
alternative. We have looked

for solutions and tried to help
them, with the few resources

available, because the whole
HOSPICE support is 100% free
of charge. Our medical teams
have permanently offered
advices to the patients and
their families. They gave them
therapeutical indications and
psycho-emotional counselling
by using the phone and

video applications. When

the symptoms could not be
contained with these methods,
our patients received home care
or were admitted into the two
hospitals that were open at all
times.

Following the open letter sent
to the general public and the
campaign entitled “Cancer does
not keep its distance” we have
raised 1.335.715 lei (272,594 €)
from individual donors and
5.829.493 lei (1,189,692€) in
the 20% campaign destined for
companies.

At the beginning of the
pandemic, Mirabela remembers
how hard it was to see her
patients coming late towards
HOSPICE, in a very severe
condition: “They came at the
last moment, when the suffering
was so big, that they could

not resist at home anymore.
Although we always tell our
patients that they should not
live in pain as long as it can be
cared for, the fear that they will
never see their family again was
stronger and kept them home
until they got in a very bad
shape.”

Before being a part of the
HOSPICE family, seven years
ago, Mirabela came one week
as a volunteer to see whether
she belonged here. She felt that
it was not going to be easy but
she was charmed by the tight

bonding that people here have,
both inside the team, as well

as in the relationship with the
patients. Now she feels that it
Is normal for the information
she has on a patient not to stop
at its medical chart. She cares
for people, not the illness. She
listens to them with care, she
knows their stories, pains and
SOrrows.

During the pandemic, the
patients are not allowed to
receive visitors. It is a measure
that protects them as well

as their beloved ones. The
HOSPICE teams have tried to
compensate the lack of families
next to patients. When a patient
misses someone dear, Mirabela
picks up her phone and video
calls the family, so that she can
bring comfort and cast away
the care from both sides of the
conversation.

A few times during the
pandemic, the patients
celebrated their birthdays
right at HOSPICE. Every
time, Mirabela and her nurse
colleagues plotted to make
them small surprises. This
happened when Mrs. Virginia

turned 82 years old. Her
daughter and family are far
away, in Canada, and Mrs.
Virginia often confesses that
only her HOSPICE daughters
open her door. So, the girls
from the HOSPICE medical
team prepared thoroughly: they
ordered a birthday cake, they
bought a present and walked
together in Mrs. Virginia’s ward
singing “Happy birthday!” There
were tears of joy on all the
people’s cheeks. Just like in a
family.

Patients who come to HOSPICE
are always in good hands!
Because like Mirabela, there are
all those who are dedicating
their every day to palliative
care: doctors, assistants, nurses,
physiotherapists, psychologists,
social workers. They do it with
a lot of dedication, they do it
from their soul.

Spitalizarea pacientilor in unitatile HOSPICE intervine atunci cand starea pacientului este dificil de gestionat
acasa sau atunci cand familia are nevoie de sprijin pentru a continua lupta cu boala pacientului. In spitalele din
Brasov si Bucuresti pacientii beneficiazd de servicii de ingrijire paliativad complete la cele mai inalte standarde. In
2020 HOSPICE a oferit pacientilor peste 10,000 de zile de internare in cele doua spitale din Bucuresti si Brasov.
The hospitalization of patients in the HOSPICE units occurs when the state of the patient proves to be difficult to
handle at home or when the family needs support in order to continue the fight with the patient’s disease. In our
hospitals from Brasov and Bucharest the patients benefit from complete palliative care services at the highest
standards. In 2020 HOSPICE has offered its patients more than 10,000 days of admissions in the two hospitals
from Bucharest and Brasov.

In total, pentru anul 2020 costurile pentru a acoperi serviciile complete de ingrijire paliativa oferite de HOSPICE
In cele doua spitale s-au ridicat la suma de 8,474,099 lei.
In total, for 2020, the cost of running full palliative care services in the two HOSPICE hospitals was 8,474,099 lei.

Serviciile in sistem ambulatoriu (fara internare) se acorda pacientilor al caror stadiu de boala permite deplasarea.
In 2020, HOSPICE a oferit pacientilor 3,783 consultatii in policlinicile organizatiei.

The outpatient services (without admission) are given to patients who are in a state of illness where they are

still able to move. In 2020, HOSPICE has offered its patients 3,783 consultations in the organization Outpatient
Units.

Lymphatic drainage is a manual technigue used to stimulate the flux of the lymph with the purpose to reduce
the inflammation and improve the health of the patient. In 2020 HOSPICE offered its patients 10,174 lymphatic
drainage interventions.

Pacientii care trec printr-o operatie in urma careia sunt nevoiti sa traiasca cu o constructie creata chirurgical
numita stoma au nevoie de ingrijire si de sprijin din partea asistetilor medicali specializati pentru a invata cum
sa-si adapteze stilul de viata la modificarile suferite. In 2020, HOSPICE a oferit pacientilor 523 interventii de
stomaterapie.

The patients who undergo surgeryand have to live with a surgically created construction called stoma need the
care and support of specialized nurses in order to learn how to adapt their lifestyle to the changes they have
undergone. In 2020 HOSPICE has offered its patients 523 stomatherapy interventions.

Kinetoterapia (terapia prin miscare) sprijina organismul in lupta contra cancerului, stimuleaza sistemul imunitar
si ajuta la recuperarea sau mentinerea mobilitatii pacientilor. Peste 4,489 de sedinte de kinetoterapie a oferit
HOSPICE in 2020 pacientilor sai internati, ingrijiti la domiciliu sau in sistem ambulator.

Physical therapy supports the body in the fight against cancer, stimulates the immune system and helps to
recover or maintain the mobility of patients. Over 4,489 physiotherapy sessions were offered by HOSPICE in
2020 to its inpatients, cared for at home or in an outpatient system.

HOSPICE PATIENTS DURING THE PANDEMIC:

MARY

Mary is only 14 years old

but she knows how to talk
about hospitals, diagnosis,
treatments and things that no
child should know. A teenager
hoping to grow into a beautiful
and strong woman and to fall
in love. She wants that people
take her for granted.

For children, the pandemic and
isolation have been difficult
times, especially for a child

like Maria who always needs
hugs. This is how Mary defines
love: when we hold each

other in the arms. Last year,
among all the troubles that the
pandemic brought, for Mary it
was a period with less love. It
didn’t have any happiness, any
rainbows and a lot of strange
glances at the playgrounds
because she doesn’t have hair
and her head surgery is visible.

She was barely three years
old when she was diagnosed
with neuroectodermal tumor.
In other words, the brain of

young Maria was invaded by
a brain tumor. There were two
brain surgeries, after a series
of wrong diagnhostics and
useless treatments. At both
Interventions, Maria was in a
4th degree coma.

Her mother is now her
personal assistant and follows
her everywhere not leaving
her sight. Young Maria is now
very sensitive. A simple cold
can be fatal. So can be a minor
hit. It is all more and more
complicated now. The girl has
a paralysis on her left side,
which makes her movement
more difficult and gives her
trouble with the balance.

However, Maria is a grown-up
young girl who knows how to
show her love, to sing, to smile
and care for the people around
her. She understands that

her parents are having hard
times because the treatment

IS expensive so she doesn’t
ask for things. Once, at her

birthday party she spent a lot
of minutes before she blew the
candles on her cake. When you
go through such a diagnostic,
birthdays look different. You
never get to say “another year
has gone by” but “I've enjoyed
another year”. And because
Mary wants more for others
then for herself, it was pretty
hard for her to decide what
wish she should make when
she blew the candles. “Please
wait a minute so | can think.
This is a difficult task”. After
she weighed what she could
ask for her, all her friends -
other children with tough
IlInesses - sang to her that
“her wish should be fulfilled”.




CENTRELE HOSPICE
HOSPICE CENTRES

Centrele de zi din Brasov si Bucuresti functioneaza pentru pacientii adulti si copii care se pot deplasa. Aici, pacienti
beneficiaza de consiliere, activitati terapeutice, socializare, activitati de relaxare sau creative. Toate acestea sunt
necesare pentru depasirea problemelor emotionale si spirituale legate de boala. In cazul pacientilor copii, in centrul
de zi sunt organizate si activitati de terapie prin joc, de educatie personalizata pe nevoile individuale de dezvoltare.
In 2020 HOSPICE a oferit beneficiarilor sai 3,056 de participari la centrul de zi, 2,760 de sesiuni de consiliere
psihologica si 1,270 de sesiuni de consiliere spirituala.

The day centres in Brasov and Bucharest are open to patients adults and children who are able to move. Here,
patients benefit from counselling, therapeutical activities, socializing, relaxation activities or creative ones. All

of these are necessary in order for the patients to overcome their emotional and spiritual problems connected

to their disease. When it comes to children patients, in the day centre we organize activities of play therapy,
personalized education based on individual development needs. In 2020 HOSPICE has offered its beneficiaries 3,056
participations in the day centres, 2,760 psychological counselling sessions and 1,270 spiritual counselling sessions.

Pentru aceste servicii, costurile suportate de HOSPICE in anul 2020 au fost de 1,094,028 lei (223,271€).
For these services, the cost supported by HOSPICE in 2020 was 1,094,028 lei (223,271€).

Activitatile de pediatrie din Bucuresti au fost mutate in cadrul centrului socio-medical de la Adunatii Copaceni.

Astfel, serviciile terapeutice din centrul de la Adunatii Copaceni sunt gandite sa asigure ingrijirea holistica a copiilor
beneficiari si a familiilor acestora. Ele se adreseaza pe de o parte copiilor pacienti, dar si fratilor si parintilor acestora.
Costuri de functionare ale centrului socio-medical HOSPICE de la Adunatii Copaceni s-au ridicat in 2020 la 1,011,795
lei (206,488¢€).

The paediatric activities in Bucharest were relocated to the socio-medical centre in Adunatii Copaceni. Thus, the
therapeutical services offered in Adunatii Copaceni are built in order to ensure the holistic care of beneficiary children
and their families. They are addressed to child patients, as well as their siblings and parents.

The running costs for the socio-medical HOSPICE centre in Adunatii Copaceni were 1,011,795 lei (206,488€) in 2020.

Letitia Buzea e asistenta medicala
de 15 ani la HOSPICE. 15 ani in
linia intai, in lupta cu suferinte
crunte, care au facut-o mai
puternica dar nu i-au stirbit

din caldura si bunatatea care i

se citesc in privire. De cand a
inceput pandemia, zambetul

sau sta ascuns sub masca, dar
pacientii il simt ca e acolo.

Chiar si in cele mai grele

si restrictive momente ale
pandemiei, Letitia a continuat

sa mearga in casele pacientilor
pentru a oferi alinare.

“Va mai lasa sa veniti?” o
intreabau pacientii uimiti cand le
batea la usa. “Ce ne-am fi facut
fara HOSPICE, acum ca nimeni
nu ne mai baga in seama? De la
spital ni I-au pus in brate pe tata
si ne-au zis «descurcati-va»”. In
perioada starii de urgenta, Letitia
auzea asta in fiecare zi din partea
pacientilor si a apartinatorilor
uimiti ca mai exista cineva care nu
I-a uitat.

Dar, la fel ca toti colegii din
HOSPICE, Letitia nu a putut sa
stea deoparte de pacientii cu
dureri greu de controlat. S-a
echipat si a intrat in casele unde

trebuia sa aduca alinare.

S-a temut? Bineinteles ca da.
Pentru ea, pentru cei dragi de
acasa, pentru pacienti. Teama unei
posibile infectari cu coronavirus

a insotit-o la fiecare vizita, insa
ajutorul de care pacientii aveau
mare nevoie a fost mereu cel mai
Important argument pentru a
depasi teama.

Cu pacientii care au o stare
stabila, Letitia a vorbit la telefon
ore in sir, la fel ca toti colegii sai
din echipa de ingrijiri la domiciliu.
I-au invatat pe apartinatori cum
sa-i Ingrijeasca mai bine pe cei
dragi, au raspuns cu rabdare
intrebarilor, i-au incurajat sa sune
daca au nevoie de sfaturi.

Astfel, multe din zilele de lucru

au ajuns sa numere chiar si 12

ore pentru Letitia si colegii din
echipa de ingrijire la domiciliu. A
fost solicitant, dar au facut-o cu
drag si dedicare pentru ca stiu cat
de important e pentru oamenii
izolati, aflati in nevoie, sa stie ca
cineva le va raspunde "la celalalt
capat al firului”.

Serviciile de ingrijire la domiciliu
(asistenta multidisciplinara
acordata acasa) sunt necesare

in toate etapele bolii, pentru ca
pacientul si familia sa primeasca
sprijin specializat iar familia

sa fie consiliata in legatura cu
terapiile pe care trebuie sa le
efectueze pentru mentinerea sau
imbunatatirea starii de sanatate
a pacientului. Toate interventiile
se realizeaza la domiciliul
pacientului.

In 2020, pentru acest serviciu,
costurile suportate de HOSPICE
In Brasov, Bucuresti, Fagaras si
Zarnesti au fost de 2,501,810 lei
(510,573€). Cu aceste fonduri
S-au realizat 7,245 de vizite

ale specialistilor HOSPICE la
domiciliile pacientilor.

Din pacate, in Bucuresti, de
exemplu, exista doar doua echipe
complete de ingrijire paliativa

la domiciliu, formate din medici,
asistenti si terapeuti, ambele

ale Fundatiei HOSPICE Casa
Sperantei. Nevoia este, insa,
uriasa. Potrivit unui studiu realizat
pentru Banca Mondiala, numai in
Bucuresti ar trebui sa existe 47
de echipe mobile de home care,
astfel incat toti pacientii care
sufera de o boala incurabila sa
beneficieze la timp de paliatie.



HOSPICE DURING THE PANDEMIC:

HOME CARE

Letitia Buzea has been a HOSPICE
nurse for the last 15 years. 15 years
in the first ling, in the fight against
cruel suffering. These fights made
her stronger but did not take away
from her warmth and kindness that
can be seen in her eyes. Since the
pandemic begun, her smile stays
hidden behind her mask, but her
patients know that it’s there.

Even in the hardest moments of the
pandemic, Letitia kept going to the
homes of the patients to offer care

and comfort.

“Will they let you come?” asked the
patients who were amazed when
she was knocking on their door.
“What would have become of us
without HOSPICE, now that nobody
cares about us? They released my
father from the hospital and told
us «Handle it yourselves»”. During
the emergency state period Letitia
heard this every day from the
HOSPICE patients and families who
were astonished that there was
someone who didn’t forget about
them.

But, just like all the HOSPICE
colleagues, she could not stay
away from the patients who were
suffering from great pain. She put
on her equipment and walked into

the homes where she had to bring
care and comfort.

Was she afraid? Of course, she was.
For her, for her beloved ones at
home, for her patients. The fear of
a potential coronavirus infection
walked along her side in every
home care visit but the help that
her patients needed was always the
most important argument for her to
overcome her fear.

Letitia spoke for hours on the
phone with the patients that were
in a stable condition, just like all

her colleagues from the home care
teams. They taught the families
how to care for their loved ones,
they patiently answered questions
and encouraged them to call if they
needed advice.

Thus, for Letitia and her colleagues
from the home care teams a
working day had even 12 hours.

It was hard, but they did it with
passion and dedication because
they know how important is for the
iIsolated people who are in need to
know that someone will pick up the
phone “at the other end of the line”.

Home care services
(multidisciplinary assistance offered
at home) are required in all stages

of the illness so that the patient
and its family receives specialized
support and the family is
counselled related to therapies that
they must offer in order to maintain
and improve the health state of the
patient. All the interventions are
done in the home of the patient.

In 2020, for this service, the cost
supported by HOSPICE in Brasov,
Bucharest, Fagaras and Zarnesti
was 2,501,810 lei (510,573€). These
funds were used for 7,245 visits

of the HOSPICE specialists at the
patient homes.

Unfortunately, in Bucharest, for
example, there are only two
complete teams offering home
palliative care, both consisting

of doctors, nurses and therapists
from HOSPICE Casa Sperantei
Foundation. The need, however, is
huge. According to a study released
by World Bank, in Bucharest alone
there should be 47 mobile home
teams, so that patients suffering
from an incurable disease could
benefit from palliation care in time.

of these events from the first editions. Bucharest Half-Marathon and Marathon
became more than a sport competition, they became true solidarity marathons
where friends, supporters, sponsors, volunteers, colleagues and patients
participate each year.

In 2020, the pandemic year, the Half-Marathon and Marathon took place online
and HOSPICE managed to raise 144.040 lei for its palliative care services.

Also, 600 people became part of the 7th edition of the “Rompetrol Run and
Care” event that was live, online, on the 20th of June. The participants ran
individually, with full compliance regarding the social distancing rules. They ran at
the mountains or at the seaside, in parks or on the streets. The 6.660 kilometers
ran by the participants were converted in liters of fuel that were donated by
Rompetrol for the support of specialized palliative care offered by HOSPICE at
the homes of the patients.

Roxana Melnicu has lost the track of the years that she spent running for
HOSPICE Casa Sperantei at every Bucharest Running Club competition. Alone or
in the relay race, she claims that every time that she is part of Team HOSPICE she
feels like she has wings. Her description of Team HOSPICE is: “a team of optimism
and joy for life”.

People who wanted to do good ran for two days wherever they could: on the
mountains or on the beach, in cities from Romania and other continents, motivated by
the desire to help HOSPICE patients.

At the finish line we gathered 12,864 kilometers ran all over the world. For these
kilometers, the partners of the races Miele, Varta, Autoliv and Draxlmaier donated

a total amount of 128,640 lei (26,253€) in benefit of the HOSPICE patients. The
passionate runners who fundraised for our cause managed to add an extra 52,000
lei (10,612€) to the amount offered by the sponsors. All the funds raised managed to
ensure 950 home care visits to the homes of the children and adult patients by our
multidisciplinary teams of palliative care.
